He finished by saying "your daddy told me to
tell you that he loves you more than anything and he is coming home very soon." The
mom at this point was crying almost uncontrollably and as the young soldier stood to his
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feet he saluted Courtney and her mom. | was standing no more than 6 feet away from this
entire event unfolded.

As the soldiers began to leave, heading towards their gate, people resumed their applause.
As | stood there applauding and looked around, there were very few dry eyes, yes,
including my own. That young soldier, in one last act of selflessness, turned around and
blew a kiss to Courtney with a tear rolling down his cheek. We need to remember
everyday all of our soldiers and their families and thank G-d for them and their sacrifices.
